End of year reports will be sent home
for all students on Wednesday,
December 12th.

We are in the process of changing to
a new Student Management System,
so the second page of the reports will
look a little different.

The second page will show Reading,
Writing and Maths data from our new
LINC-ED Student Management
System, which next year will be
available for parents to view their
child’s progress online. Teachers will
post new assessments and updates
regularly throughout the year, rather
than a written report twice a year.

Student progress, assessments and
feedback will accumulate over the
time your child attends Te Waka
Unua School. Often there will be
evidence of progress shown through
video or static images.
